Dual radio FP641    

Dual Radio printers arrive with Wi-Fi and BT modules set to Discover “ON”.  If desired, go to “BT Config” or “Wireless Config” to set a radio to “OFF” 
 

USB Access to Printer Web Pages 

1. Press and hold the POWER button for 3 seconds to power on the printer. 
2. Connect a USB cable between the printer and a PC. 
3. * To access the FP641 web page, press the Power button twice rapidly.  This will put the printer into Configuration mode. 
4. When the printer is in Configuration mode the Power LED will flash. 
a. Open browser on your PC and type 169.254.200.1 into the address bar of the browser and hit Enter - A login box should appear: 
b. Type “0000” and hit Enter- you should now be at the home page for FP641 Configuration. 
5.      To return the printer to normal operating mode, double click the POWER button.   The Power LED will be returned to a solid light.
